RED CARD, MMO., & DISREPUTE INCIDENT REPORTS

SEASON 2009/10

1.  3.10.09 Gurmeet SINGH, No.7  Fleet & Ews't 4 v Sabha   Matthew Gasser (Club)/Saranjit Karir (Club)

Player red-carded for abusive dissent, then shoved umpire in chest, ripped cards from umpire's hand and tried to rip stopwatch from around umpire's neck. Player previously red-carded in March 2007 for umpire-abuse - suspended then for total of 45 days.

Mandatory minimum for Cat.c) offence is 60 days (3/10 - 1/12 incl.) Club fines player £25 & suspends until 1.2.10 (121 days). County does not consider this sufficient and uses precedent of Paramjit Bassi, also Sabha, from Season 2008/09 who was suspended for 1 calendar year. Offences are so similar as to justify similar penalty.

Total suspension 365 days (1 calendar year) (3.10.09 – 2.10.10 incl.) Penalty approved in writing by South RDA under Reg.6.7. 

2. 24.10.09 Hollie NUTT, No.21 So’ton (L) 2 v Spencer M.M.O. Simon Watkins/David Boyle

Player yellow-carded for persistent dissent during match – continued with dissent after the match. No abusive words used.

MM for Cat.a) MMO is 16 days (24/10 – 8/11 incl.) Club imposes additional 14 days suspension. County, whilst applauding and supporting the Club, cannot endorse this additional penalty as one binding throughout EH’s jurisdiction.

Total suspension 16 days (24.10.09 – 8.11.09 incl.) +14 days internal Club suspension.

3. 7.11.09 Keith RICHARDS, No.71 Swanage & W’ham v Fareham 6                                Peter Gurney (Club)/Roger Khanna (Club)

Player fouled by bad tackle (for which offender yellow-carded), ran towards opponent and struck him on back with stick – no known injury.

MM for Cat.b) is 30 days (7/11 – 6/12 incl.) Club imposed further 30 days + £60 fine. County accepts this, but imposes additional 30 days (under Reg.6.6) – approved in writing under Reg.6.7 by South RDA.

Total suspension 90 days, split (7.11.09 – 6.12.09 incl. + 9.1.10 – 9.3.10 incl.) 

4. 14.11.09 Steven CHALCRAFT, No.1  Hamble 2 v Gosport Boro’ 2

Ray Holyer (Club)/Clive Gretton (Club)

Player yellow-carded for persistent misconduct/umpire abuse – continued in same vein on way off – card upgraded to red. Player also prevaricated when asked for his name – contrary to Reg.5.1.1. 

MM for Cat.a) is 16 days (14/11 – 29/11 incl.) Club imposes additional 14 days suspension in line with Hampshire HA’s policy on ‘umpire-abuse’. This accepted & endorsed by The County. However, further £15 personal fine imposed for breach of Reg.5.1.1.

Total suspension 30 days (14.11.09 – 13.12.09 incl.) + £15 fine.

Above fine cancelled on 15.12.09 following representations by player and further confirmation from the umpire.
5. 15.11.09 James Alexander HOLLINS, No.4  So’ton U18 v Haslemere U18

Jason Holcombe/Jason Horne

Player yellow-carded for bad tackle – repeated offence.

MM for Cat.a) is 16 days (15/11 – 30/11 incl.) Club declines to impose additional penalty – County agrees MM sufficient.

Total suspension 16 days (15.11.09 – 30.11.09 incl.)

6. 28.11.09 Adam BLOOMFIELD, No.7  Havant 4 v So’ton 3 

Matthew Pitcher (Club N-R)/Howard Pollard(Club)

Player head-butted opponent, then abused the umpire and attempted to head-butt him.

MM for Cat.c) is 60 days, however Umpire is non-registered so initial 16 days imposed under Reg.4.5 (28/11 – 13/12 incl.)  Player, whilst playing for City of Portsmouth, was previously red-carded on 16.9.06 for very similar offences  and suspended for a total of 365 days.

Club proposed an interim suspension of 90 days pending discussions with The County in the new year. HHA Executive Committee reviewed the Club’s decision and decided that, for the protection of players and umpires within its jurisdiction, the player be suspended until the start of Season 2012/13. Penalty approved in writing by South RDA under Reg.6.7.

Total suspension 2 years, 9 months, & 4 days (28.11.2009 – 31.8.2012 incl.)

7. 23.1.10 Giles Martin MATTHEWS, No.7  Hamble 1 v Trojans 2 

Chris Bond/Jason Holcombe

Player pushed opponent in back with both arms outstretched, in apparent retaliation for some unseen incident, after whistle had been blown for totally unrelated offence in which neither player was involved.

Player previously red-carded on 19.9.04 for grabbing opponent around throat with both hands – penalty then 90 days, including 30 awarded by Club over the, then, MM of 60 days.

MM for Cat.b) is 30 days (23/1 - 21/2 incl.) Club considers 30 days sufficient - County agrees.

Total suspension 30 days (23.1.2010 - 21.2.2010 incl.)

8. 6.2.10 Richard LEA-ELMES, No.5  Haslemere 1 v Hamble 1

Steve Downham/Roy Holcombe

Player, already green- & yellow-carded, deliberately struck opponent on leg with stick, causing bruising.

MM for Cat.b) is 30 days (6/2 - 7/3 incl.) Club suspends player for 90 days – County agrees and endorses.
Total suspension 90 days (6.2.10 – 6.5.10 incl.)
9. 13.2.10 Matthew CROSS, No.38  Hamble 1 v Havant 3    M.M.O
Simon Watkins/Pete Yarde

Player made abusive remarks to the umpire after the final whistle.

MM for Cat.a) is 16 days (13/2 – 28/2 incl.). Club thought MM sufficient – County applied policy on ‘umpire-abuse’.

Total suspension 30 days (13.2.10 – 14.3.10 incl.)
10. 13.2.10 Michael BAMFORTH, No.53   Winchester 2 v Epsom 1

Matthew Knight/Paul Howarth
Player struck opponent on shins with stick.

MM for Cat.b) is 30 days (13/2 – 14/3 incl.). Club thought MM sufficient, but also offered a 15 day ‘suspended sentence’. County applies Reg.6.6.

Total penalty 60 days (13.2.10 – 13.4.10 incl.)

11. 3.3.10 Brandon AMBROSE-BRUNSKILL, No.26  Ryde School v LWC

Kevin Long (School N.R.)/Clive Hicks(School) 

Player, aged 16, shouted to the umpire to “f**k-off” when a decision not given in his favour. Abuse repeated after the final whistle.

MM for Cat.a) is 16 days (3/3 – 18/3 incl.). Umpire non-registered. School punishes player internally and accepts 16 days MM. County, in view of youth of player, and school punishment already imposed, agrees.
Total penalty 16 days (3.3.10 – 18.3.10 incl.)

12. 17.4.10 William James BARRETT, No.18  Haslemere 2 v New Milton 1

Simon Watkins/David Peebles

Player tangled with opponent, from prone position on ground pushed opponent in groin with feet.

MM for Cat.b) is 30 days (17/4 – 16/5 incl.). Club agrees on MM + 1 extra summer league fixture. County partially agrees, but splits suspension to cover summer league fixtures. Also, as first 16 days suspension ineffective, County fines player £20.
Total penalty 30 days, split (17.4.10 – 2.5.10 incl. + 6.5.10 – 19.5.10 incl.) plus £20 fine

Suspension extended until 24.5.10 when fine finally paid.
13. 3.5.10 Ian David TOLLEFSEN, No.14  Hamble 1 v Wimborne Wayfarers

Ed Waller/Mick Renfrey

Player yellow-carded, barged into umpire on way off field.

MM for Cat.c) is 60 days (3/5 – 1/7 incl.). Club thought MM sufficient, County disagrees.
Total penalty 120 days, split (3.5.10 – 11.7.10 incl. + 4.9.10 - 23.10.10 incl.)

(Reduced to 92 days by Appeal heard on 14.7.10 (3.5.10 - 11.7.10 + 4.9.10 - 25.9.10 incl.)
14. 10.6.10 Nickolas Peter STOCKS, GK  So’ton v Winchester (Summer League)  

DISREPUTE OFFENCE
Craig Rafter (Club N/R)/ Martin Hannant (Club)

After incident in circle, Winchester forward & Southampton GK exchanged words – GK struck forward’s face with gloved hand. Final whistle blown before inexperienced umpire able to show card – originally, and incorrectly, reported as an MMO. Winchester HC reports as Disrepute Offence. Southampton HC’s response indicated that player was asked not to play for 21 days.

County, with the written approval of South RDA, imposes penalty of 30 days suspension - time already served. 

Total penalty 30 days (10.6.10 – 9.7.10 incl.)
